TREES AND WOODLAND

IN THE BRITISH LANDSCAPE
Sunday 29 August – Friday 3 September 2010
A course led by Dr Oliver Rackham, OBE

COURSE DETAILS

Oliver Rackham is an acknowledged authority on the history and ecology of trees and woodland in this country.  Within reach of Flatford there is a rich variety of many kinds of ancient woodland.  

Much of the time will be spent in the field, discussing woods in terms of their age and history and the effects of past management on their trees and other plants.  During the week we hope to visit Bradfield Woods, Groton Wood, Hatfield Forest and Staverton Park.  There will be a visit to Suffolk Record Office in Ipswich where estate maps and other documents will be set out.  A programme for the week will be available on the first evening.

There will be lectures morning and evening to introduce and complement the field excursions.  Early maps and other historical records will be studied and compared with earthworks and vegetation on the ground.  

The course, although directed towards woodland history, will also cover how native woods are managed and perpetuated.  It will include studies of shade; the reproduction of trees; soils; coppicing and other management practices; and tree pathology.

This course will be of interest to historians, biologists, foresters, and anyone concerned with the management and conservation of woodlands.


Please note that a fair amount of brisk walking is involved on this course most days.  Please be prepared for this and for some standing in the woods as you listen to discussion points.  A shooting stick or equivalent outdoor stool may be useful if you have difficulty standing for long periods.

EQUIPMENT AND THINGS TO BRING

Weatherproof clothing, stout shoes or walking boots and wellingtons will be needed.  Cameras and binoculars, notebooks and pencils would also be useful.

TRANSPORT

Any excursions will make use of either the Centre minibus or private cars - the cost of this is included in the course fee.  Anyone who kindly uses their car for course excursions can be reimbursed for petrol costs.  

TIMES

Afternoon tea is available from 1600 on Sunday, but the first formal activity is dinner at 1830 (with the bar open from 1815!).
