IDENTIFYING MOTHS:  MORE DIFFICULT MACROS

AND MICRO FAMILIES
Friday 27 – Sunday 29 August 2010
A course led by Jon Clifton
COURSE DETAILS
This weekend course will focus on the more problematic species of moths that can be overlooked or ignored at this time of year.
Moth traps will be deployed during the evening and we will examine and identify the species we trap the mornings after. 

On Saturday we will also refer to collections of voucher specimens which will help define some of these tricky species such as some of the Noctuids (for example Copper/Svensson’s Copper Underwing and Vine’s Rustic) and some of the larger micro families such as the Pyralids (the Scoparia/Eudonia) and the Tortricids (the Acleris)
On Sunday, after looking at the overnight catch, we will discuss some of the aggregate species and show how to determine them via genitalia dissection using low powered (dissecting) microscopes.
EQUIPMENT AND THINGS TO BRING
· Any personal moth books covering the families we will be dealing with.
· Hand lenses, moth-collecting pots and moth/butterfly nets.
· Torch
(All these items will be available at the Centre, but please feel free to bring your own for personal use.)
TUTOR
Jon Clifton lives in Norfolk and is an experienced entomologist and proprietor of Anglian Lepidopterist Supplies.  He regularly leads courses throughout the UK primarily concentrating on beginners or more advanced moth courses and microscopy.  He also conducts professional moth and butterfly surveys.  He specialises on micro-Lepidoptera, especially the Coleophora and Cnephasia and has a special interest in European moths.
TRANSPORT
