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Overview of the course

The Rocky Shore is a very special place and in South Devon there is much more to see in the area ‘Between the Tides’ than just
seaweeds and shellfish.

This course is for those who want to look more closely at this habitat and all the plants and animals that live there. You may
consider yourself a beginner or you may already be familiar with some of the plant and animal communities on the rocky shore. You
may have responsibility for a rocky shore habitat and want to improve your identification skills, or you may simply enjoy the shore
and want to find out more about the plants and animals that manage to live ‘Between the Tides’. Whatever your goals, we can help
you to achieve them.

The course is based on visiting shores in the area. Fieldwork will include identification and comparison of habitat types with
observations on the effect of exposure to the sun, wind and waves. The field sessions will be complemented by indoor sessions
using keys and microscopic examination.

Provisional Programme

The programme will be flexible to take advantage of the tides and weather conditions.

Wednesday Evening — Introduction to the seaweeds and shore invertebrates of the South Hams area. Finding out what we already
know, and what we want to get from the weekend.

Thursday — A field excursion to a sheltered rocky shore to observe and collect (Packed lunch provided). Individual and group work
on identification and interpretation, and the natural history of the animals and seaweeds.

Friday — A field excursion to an exposed rocky shore to consolidate identification skills and compare habitats and communities.
(Packed lunch provided). Final lab session in the evening.

Saturday - Leaving the Centre after Breakfast.

About the centre

Located on the southern tip of the Devon coast, the Centre is surrounded by the 200 hectare Slapton Ley National Nature Reserve.
Owned by the Whitley Wildlife Conservation Trust and managed by the Centre, the Ley is the largest freshwater lake in the south
west and is extensively used in the courses at Slapton. The surrounding coastline and nearby Dartmoor National Park provides
unrivalled opportunities for field courses.
