•Sessions normally take place between 10am-12pm or 2-4pm at weekends and during 
school holidays. Or between 4-6pm and 4.30-6.30pm on week days during the summer 
months. Special arrangements can be made for alternative times during the week if 
requested and Activity Leaders are available. Longer sessions can be organised on 
request.

•We take the greatest care to ensure the safety of all participants.  Our Activity Leaders 
are trained in first aid and have access to a first aid kit at all times.
•In the case of extreme bad weather we can arrange indoor activities so the 
participants can enjoy themselves come rain or shine.
