At A2 students will cover content from Unit 4 — The Natural Environment and Species Survival.

By the end of this programme students will have developed the following practical skills needed to carry out
an Individual Investigation suitable for assessment under Unit 6A:

e Research and rationale, use of secondary sources

e Planning, preliminary studies & risk assessment

e Implementation

e Observation and recording of data

e Interpretation and evaluation of data

e Communication of results

The investigation can either be undertaken back at school or on the last two days of this programme. In order
to allow students time to plan and carry out a pilot study and a main study, however, it may be necessary to
restrict the range of habitats studied and to reduce some of the ecological content taught on the programme.

Give students increasing responsibility for the design of the
sampling to be undertaken each day

Explore the synoptic links between ecological studies and other
areas of the specification

interpret ecological data using a variety of graphical
and mathematical skills

study of new habitats and new ecological questions
