PROGRAMME CONTENT

Ecosystems in the British Isles (Succession)

Students carry out an investigation across a succession ecosystem, sampling along a transect to collect data
on vegetation, soil and micro-climate. This data is then used to explore how the environment is changing over
time. Data presentation and analysis skills will be developed during this follow up, preparing students for the
Geographical Fieldwork Investigations Paper at A2.

Urban Decline and Regeneration

This study involves visits to contrasting areas in and around the inner city, to assess urban decline and
deprivation. Over the course of the study, students will evaluate the success of different regeneration
schemes and suggest management approaches that could be put in place to improve areas which are
currently in decline.
