Applied Skills in Physical Environments (Cold Environments) Programme Title, 1day

Students will carry out fieldwork to collect case-study material for Unit 1 (Physical
Geography) and to develop the skills that are assessed at Unit 2 (Geographical Skills).
Unit 2 is a 1 hour exam based on the content of Unit 1 with two questions (both
compulsory): a resource-based question and a second question based specifically on
the student’s own fieldwork. This programme aims to prepare students to answer
that fieldwork question effectively.

Fieldwork focuses on exploring the impact of ice on the landscape, observing the features created in glacial
and peri-glacial environments and relating these to ice movement, periglacial and fluvio-glacial processes.
Students will identify a number of different landforms, outline how these landforms were created.
