prepare for Unit 2.

PROGRAMME CONTENT

Students will compare locations, using a variety of sources of data including census data and observations of
environmental and housing quality. A study into the inequalities of the local area will include research into
access to services and how groups within society are excluded due to factors such as income, age and health.
Students will gain an understanding of how inequality studies, using a mixture of qualitative and quantitative
techniques, can be undertaken.
