COURSE CONTENT 
Landforms and their Management 
EITHER Glacial OR Coastal (Depending on Centre) 
Glacial 
This unit focuses on the landforms created by glacial action. Students will observe a number of different 
landforms at different scales. Fieldwork focuses on exploring the impact of glacial and post-glacial processes 
on the landscape.  
Coastal 
The focus of this day is on coastal systems and the processes affecting them. Students will observe a number 
of coastal landforms, both erosional and depositional and consider the processes and factors forming them. 
This will include subaerial processes, geology and the importance of wave action on marine cliffs and 
depositional features. Modification by longshore drift investigated. There will be an emphasis on coastal 
management to build up a case study of coastal defence strategies using a combination of cost-benefit 
analysis in order to compare soft and hard engineering structures. This activity will allow all students to be 
able to identify and outline advantages and disadvantages of different defences. Consideration to Shoreline 
management plans will be given.

LEARNING OUTCOMES/OBJECTIVES 
Glacial landforms and their Management 

Learning Objectives Learning Outcomes 

¶ To gain knowledge of a range of 
glacial landforms at different 
scales, including what processes 
lead to their creation 

¶ To consider the effects of 
deglaciation on the landscape 

¶ To consider why glacial 
landscapes are important to 
humans and how humans have 
impacted on this landscape 

¶ To develop a detailed case study 
of an area of Glaciation 

All students will: 

¶ Observe and identify a range of glacial, fluvioglacial and periglacial landforms of 
different scales and locate the features on a series of maps and aerial photos 

¶ Describe a number of different erosional and depositional features formed by glacial, 
fluvioglacial and periglacial processes 

¶ List a number of different erosional and depositional features created by glacial 
processes and suggest what processes have created them 

¶ List a number of different human activities using this landscape and describe how 
humans are damaging this fragile environment 

Most students will: 

¶ Explain how the various glacial, fluvioglacial and periglacial landforms have formed. 

¶ Compare and contrast glacial deposited landforms with fluvioglacial landforms  

¶ Describe and explain how the landscape has changed since the Ice Age  

¶ Outline the reasons why certain human activities are found in these glacial 
landscapes 

Some students will: 

¶ Explain how the glacial landforms observed during the session have been influenced 
by local factors (e.g. geology ) to make them unique. 

¶ Evaluate the success of strategies managing the glacial landscape 

 
 
Coastal landforms and their Management 

Learning Objectives Learning Outcomes 

¶ To gain knowledge of a range of 
coastal landforms, including 
what processes lead to their 
creation 

¶ To consider why coastlines need 
to be managed 

¶ Develop case study knowledge 
of a coastal management 
strategies 

¶ Consider how the coastline fits 
into a system and what 
influence this has on the 
processes taking place within it 

All students will: 

¶ List a number of different erosional and depositional landforms and suggest what 
processes have created them. 

¶ Observe and describe a number of different coastal defences to build up a case study 

¶ Measure beach dimensions and relate the findings to longshore drift 
Most students will: 

¶ Observe a number of different erosional and depositional coastal landforms and 
explain the processes which have created them 

¶ Map the location of a range of coastal landforms and explain their location 

¶ Produce an annotated map of the location of coastal defences  

¶ Relate beach profiles to different wave types and longshore drift 

¶ Explain how management strategies can affect coastal equilibrium. 
Some students will: 

¶ Evaluate different coastal defence strategies, decide which strategy is most 
appropriate for a particular coastal site and justify the choice. 

¶ Explain beach profile shape and size by referring to wave type and longshore drift. 

¶ Explain the role of geology and other local factors in influencing the landforms on
