Students will research and undertake fieldwork in an appropriate environment in 
order to prepare their portfolio to take forward to the high control ‘write up’ phase 
of their controlled assessment. The fieldwork will be based on the pre-released 
indicative titles from AQA B covering the Unit 4 Local Fieldwork Investigation.  This 
course will cover all aspects of the preparation, research, planning, processing and 
presentation necessary for the creation of a portfolio to take back to school or 
college.  
 
In addition, students will undertake one full day and two part day investigations to 
increase their awareness of other physical and human environments.

The Coastal Environment 
The Urban Environment

CHOOSE ONE TOPIC FROM THE LIST BELOW AS A CASE STUDY 
The Coastal Environment 
This full day session meets the requirements of section A of Unit 1 (Managing places in the 21st century). 
Students will assess different coastal defences and consider how effective they are at protecting coastlines 
from coastal processes.  
The Urban Environment 
This full day session meets the requirements of section B of Unit 1 (Managing places in the 21st century). 
Students will investigate an urban area using a mixture of secondary (census) and primary data to identify 
areas of socio-economic inequality. This is followed by an assessment of the redevelopment strategies and 
approaches used to manage these inequalities.  
 
BOTH TOPICS FROM THE LIST BELOW WILL BE USED AS HALF DAY CASE STUDIES 
Tourism (challenges and conflicts) 
This session meets the requirements of section B of Unit 3 (Investigating the shrinking world). Students will 
develop case study knowledge of conflicts within a tourist honey pot, where tourism has brought benefits to 
an area but also challenges to people and the local community.  
Water - a precious resource (the water cycle) 
This session meets the requirements of section B of Unit 4 (Geographical Issue Investigation). Students will 
face a series of challenges and mini investigations to explore the components of the water cycle and different 
factors that affect it (such as vegetation, climate and geology).

¶ Display data collected using one appropriate technique 

¶ Complete their portfolio (unless they are identified as needing additional 
time) 

Most students will: 

¶ Use secondary data in the pre-fieldwork phase to justify and contextualise 
the fieldwork 

¶ Use GIS information to aid the enquiry process 

¶ Present data in a variety of ways to aid the enquiry process 

¶ Use OS maps and aerial photos to aid the investigation 

¶ Identify limitations with the investigation and data collection methods 

¶ Display data collected by field sketches/photos/maps  
Some students will: 

¶ Clearly justify their methods of data collection 

¶ Apply a wide range of applicable data presentation techniques 

¶ Use OS and digital maps and aerial photos to present data/information 

 

 

Case Study: The Coastal Environment

processes such as weathering and erosion 
in coastal areas

created by these processes

¶ Map the location of coastal defences, naming and describing different coastal 
management strategies 

¶ Collect a variety of information and data on beach dimensions to investigate 
the impact of longshore drift 

¶ Describe the data collection methods used during the investigation 
Most students will: 

¶ Label photos/field sketches of different coastal landforms with  
    annotations which help explain the processes which formed them 

¶ Outline advantages and disadvantages of different coastal defences 

¶ Outline the advantages and disadvantages of different data collection 
methods that they employed during the study 

¶ Comment on different ways to present data  
Some students will: 

¶ Explain the reasons why different coastal defences are appropriate in 
different locations 

¶ Suggest how some of the problems with data collection methods used during 
the study could have affected the results 

¶ Suggest possible explanations for anomalies in the data collected during the

¶ Identify different ways socioςeconomic problems can be managed within an 
urban area

¶ Explain how different measures of inequalities inter-relate, and suggest how 
socio-economic problems can be managed

¶ Identify social and cultural challenges created by tourism in a UK honeypot 
Most students will: 

¶ Map areas where conflicts emerge 

¶ Suggest ways tourism can be managed more effectively 

¶ Outline some of the possible impacts a decline in tourism could have in the 
area 

Some students will: 

¶ Explain how tourism can be managed and evaluate different strategies used 
in a honeypot site 

 

 

Case Study: Water a Precious Resource (the water cycle) 
Learning Objectives Learning Outcomes 

¶ Gain a greater knowledge of the 
components which make up the water 
cycle 

¶ Understand how a variety of factors relate 
to different components of the water cycle 

 

All students will: 

¶  Describe different components of the water cycle 

¶  Carry out investigations into factors directly affecting at least two  
   components of the water cycle (such as infiltration and interception rates) 

Most students will: 

¶ Link different elements of the water cycle together 

¶ Explain how some factors affect the water cycle (such as geology, land use,  
     slope angle) 

Some students will:
