¶ Consider how data can be presented and 
analysed 

¶ Gain understanding of the enquiry 
process, from setting up a question to 
investigate through to conclusions and 
evaluation 

¶ Link findings from the enquiry to an 
assessment of possible future consumer 
trends and consider the impact of these 

All students will: 

¶ Describe the impact of shopping choices on producers and the local 
environment 

¶ List factors which contribute to the eco-footprint of shopping in the area 

¶ Collect primary data which relates to the eco-footprint of shopping in the area 

¶ Describe the data collection methods used during the enquiry 

¶ Use different presentation methods to display data 
Most students will: 

¶ Create an eco-footprint assessment of shopping in the area 

¶ Explain why different data collection methods were chosen 

¶ Use a variety of presentation techniques to help assess the impact of people 
and shopping in a retail area 

¶ Suggest ways the impact of retail in the area could be reduced 

¶ Identify positive impacts of shopping in the area and suggest ways these could 
be enhanced 

Some students will: 

¶ Suggest limitations to the enquiry and improvements that could be made 

¶ Highlight ways to manage retail effectively to make it more sustainable in the 
future 

¶ Gather information from a wide variety of sources and use findings from this
