¶ Evaluate the data collected to make conclusions linked to the original 
question

¶ Use a variety of presentation techniques to analyse the data 

¶ Use  a range of maps to present data/information 

¶ Use a range of evidence from a selection of different sources to inform their 
investigation 

¶ Analyse data and make significant conclusions linked to original question/s 

¶ Make a critical evaluation of the study, considering improvements and
