Coasts

This session develops studentsCknowledge for Theme 1 (Rivers and Coasts). Distinctive coastal landforms are
observed and the processes which have created them are investigated. This is combined with a study where
the success of different strategies for coastal management will be assessed.

Population and Settlement: Changing Urban Areas

This session develops studentsCknowledge for Theme 2 (Population and Settlement). It investigates changing
service and retail provision and land use in an urban area.

Provision of Services and Economic Activities in Rural Settlements

This half day session explores concepts within Theme 2 (Population and Settlement) and Theme 4 (Economic
Development). Students will investigate the link between population size and service provision and consider
how services in the area have changed over time. The economic activities are also highlighted during this
session, with students considering why they are located in the region and the impact they are having on the
physical environment.

Flooding in a River Basin

This half day session links with the river investigation and Theme 1 (Rivers and Coasts). It focuses on the river
basin system, the hydrological cycle and how these link with flooding.
