part of their investigation.
Our Changing Coastline

The focus of this day will change annually to ensure it meets the requirements of the controlled assessment
and to match the title set each year by WJEC. Students develop enquiry skills and collect primary data by
investigating a stretch of changing coastline, studying the landforms created by the sea and how coastlines

can be managed.
Tourism

The focus of this day will change annually to ensure it meets the requirements of the controlled assessment
and to match the title set each year by WJEC. Students will investigate a tourist honeypot to help understand
the physical and human factors which have led to tourist development and the impacts of tourism in the area.
Students will develop enquiry skills and collect primary data as an integral part of this study.
