Location 1
The Nant-y-Brwyn has 
carved out a small v-
shaped valley. This 
turbulent stream is in the 
upper course of our river 
system. (GR: 792454) 

The predominant landuse 
on Migneint Moor is upland 
sheep farming. 

The Conwy 
Catchment 

The Conwy catchment is 
over 590 km2. Over 
40,500 people live within 
the drainage basin, but 
most live in towns near 
the coast, like Conwy 
and Llandudno. 

The high rainfall (about 2,500mm 
per year) and impermeable rock 
means this area is waterlogged 
for most of the year. 

The Nant-y-Brwyn tributary joins 
the Afon Conwy at this confluence. 

Location 2
The river meanders through the 
flood plain in the middle course 
of our river system (GR: 792446) 

Location 3
Here our river meanders through a 
village, and sometimes floods homes.
