Rhyd-y-Creuau is a historic Georgian country house built in the early
1800s, set in the beautiful landscape of the Snowdonia National Park.
Cascading rivers and wooded hillsides provide a rugged backdrop to the
centre, yet it is close to Snowdonia’s glaciated valleys, rocky shores, beaches
and traditional seaside resorts. The 2.2 hectare estate includes a football
pitch, woodland, biodiversity garden, a stream, campfire area, two ponds
including a 10 minute well-being walkway. The centre is popular with those
wishing to explore the mountains and adventure activities of the Snowdonia
National Park which surrounds the centre, including Zip World Fforest which
is a short walk away.

All types of bookings are welcome at Rhyd-y-Creuau including singles,
couples, groups of adults, families and extended family groups. However,
please note that we do not accept stag or hen parties. Groups have the
option to book B&B, Full Board or it is possible to rent out the whole
centre on a self-catering basis. There is also a range of break rooms,
meeting rooms and classrooms available for group use.

Guest towels are not provided so guests should bring their
own. There is a limited stock available for hire.

Self-catering only is offered to groups that hire out the whole
centre. Commercial oven, gas hobs, gas fryer, dishwasher,
microwaves in kitchen and conservaotry, stainless steel work
units and hotplate equipped with ample crockery, utensils,
pots & pans all feature.

Seated capacity in the main hall is 80 + an additional 16 in the
adjoining conservatory.

There is a games area in the cellar of the main house, with
access to DVD players, computer consoles, TVs, a pool table,
comfy sofas, table tennis and table football.

Lower Ground, Ground and First Floor Facilities

The property sleeps 99 guests in 32 bedrooms across three floors (lower
ground/ground floor and first floor). 15 have en-suite facilities, the rest have
modern shared bathrooms close by.

There is a twin en-suite wheelchair accessible room (with wet-room) on the
ground floor. All of the ground floor area is accessible for wheelchairs and
there is a wheelchair accessible toilet.

There is a games area in the cellar of the main house, with access to DVD
players, computer consoles and TVs as well as a pool table, comfy sofas, table
tennis and table football.

There are two lounges/common rooms. One is an adult lounge with a
wood-burning stove, and the other is a student lounge that will accommodate
approx. 30 people, with TV/DVD player and board games.
